BCCI Explores Opportunities for Renewable Energy in Barbados
The Barbados Chamber of Commerce and Industry as part of its ongoing thrust to assist businesses in reaching a higher level of competitiveness will be exploring renewable energy opportunities across Barbados in a Breakfast Seminar on Friday June 25th at the Savannah Hotel.
While there has been considerable research undertaken to find alternative sources of energy for Barbados, to date there has been no real breakthrough in this regard. This renewable energy breakfast seminar hosted by the Chamber will have a wide cross section of stakeholders including government and private sector practioners.
